The 5% grade English classes are currently finishing up a review of the parts of speech with
sentence diagramming and a writing project that emphasizes adjective and adverb use. We will
also try to put on 5" grade class plays for which the students will write their own original scripts
based on fractured fairytales.

The 6™ grade English classes are involved in writer’s workshop activities, but will be wrapping up
the year with a couple of entertaining projects also. The students will be composing and
presenting “how-to” projects that are sure to be enjoyable and informative. They will also be
doing an advertisement unit in which they’ll script and present commercials that promote a new
original cereal.

The 5% grade reading classes are in the process of finishing up some activities based on the
book, Thunder Cave. They are making some important connections while working on various
group, writing and art projects. They will also be looking at tall tales and recording reactions to
them in a dialogue journal with a partner. What a super year we’ve had in the 5™ and 6%
Language Arts classes.

Fifth and Sixth Grade Math and 5" Religion, Mr. Jourdan 5B

FIFTH AND SIXTH GRADE SUMMER MATH PACKETS

Within the coming weeks, each fifth grader and sixth grader will receive a summer math
packet. It is my expectation that all current fifth and sixth graders will successfully complete
each item and have it ready for turn-in when the 2011-2012 school year begins.

The fifth and sixth graders should also have memorized all addition, subtraction,
multiplication, and division facts. This is a school wide expectation; all students are to
have memorized these facts by the conclusion of fourth grade. Beyond this, the students
are expected to put this knowledge to use when they do more complex problems involving whole
numbers, decimals, and fractions. Success is much more likely to come their way when they
have the facts memorized; they will also find that math assignments do not take as long to
complete.

FIFTH GRADE RELIGION

The fifth graders are currently working on a unit involving the sacraments of the
Eucharist, Reconciliation, and Anointing of the Sick. Our final unit will help us to live our lives as
Jesus did. We will look at the lives of Saint Isaac Jogues, Saint Francis of Assisi, Saint
Maximilian Kolbe, and Kateri Tekakwitha. Using those lives as a basis, we will look at our
relationships with ourselves and with other people.

FIFTH GRADE MATH

The fifth grade math classes will be working on the four basic operations of math as they
apply to fractions. With respect to addition and subtraction, it will be mandatory that the
students use the least common multiple when finding common denominators. With respect to
multiplication and division, it will be mandatory that the students use all avenues of canceling on
each problem.



SIXTH GRADE MATH

The sixth grade classes will be working on geometry and measurement for the remainder
of the year. Included in the measurement unit will be the topics of perimeter, area, surface
area, and volume with respect to geometric figures. The students will be expected to write
appropriate labels with their answers. When needed, n = 3.14.
